Sample Methodology Paragraph

I began the next phase of my research by creating a survey that consisted of numerous questions relating to people’s opinions about sexual orientation. I surveyed 29 people from a variety of age groups and ethnic backgrounds. The first question I asked was “Is being LGBTQ wrong?” and 79% of the people survey responded that is was not wrong. When looking deeper into my results I found it interesting that of the roughly 20% of respondents that thought being LGBTQ was wrong or questionable, all were males from Berkeley. Another important question on the survey was, “Are some people born gay?” to which 58% of people responded that they thought they were. One the other hand, of the remaining 42%, 27% completely disagreed and 15% were undecided. The last question that I decided to include had the most interesting results to me. The question was “Is becoming LGBTQ influenced by society?” Less than half of the people in the survey, or 48%, somewhat agreed that society plays a role in homosexuality. Of the remaining respondents, 27% disagreed that society plays a role and 24% completely agreed. I found the results to be interesting because of the high percentage of undecided people in the survey, and the similar percentages of people who strongly agreed or disagreed with the question.
